Seek advice from other local parishes who 
have SIDs installed

Vetoed by HH - Police unlikely to 
enforce in these locations, & TRO 

would be required (£12,000 + 
cost of sign installation).

PC to consider whether the alternative 
offered by HH (positive directional signs) 

would be in any way effective.

Given the current lack of support from 
HH, the PC will need to consider 

carefully whether the persuit of a TRO is 
good use of public funds. This decision 
is likely to be delayed until the status of 
entrance gates and SIDs is confirmed.
